Mari Kalabegashvili (b. 1999, lives and works in Tbilisi, Georgia). She recently re-
ceived her BFA from Visual Arts, Architecture, and Design School (VA[A]DS) of the
Free University of Thilisi. Using conflict as an entry point, she builds up a personal
narrative and poses the question of what happens after ever after. Through the
public display of her multimedia installations, spectators are invited to interact
with the work itself. With altering found, used, and traditional materials — wool,
clay, silk..., her initiatives take on an organizational role and create a determina-
tion to synchronize with the dynamics of the given environment with its context
without being distanced from it. Kalabegashvili has taken part in solo and group
exhibitions in both public and commercial spaces.

In the frameworks of the residency, her work process involves imagery of hair
and braids with a specific choice of material - an emergency thermal blanket,
that already has various topics of its own, but reworking them to offer a personal
statement or a perspective from a Caucasian born woman.
